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Satte city is filled with rich nature and the wisdom of its pioneers. It once was a prosperous post-
station town which acted as a merging point for the Nikko Kaido Road and Onari Road, along with
a fork of Tsukuba Road. Even now the city is steadily developing into a place rich in nature and
culture which calms the hearts and minds of all who visit, thanks to its idyllic scenery and local
rural landscapes such as Gongendo bank which is well known as having Japan's most prominent
intertwining Cherry Blossom tunnel, and waterside scenery including Gongendo regulating
reservoirs known as Miyukiko Lake, and Naka River and Edo River.

Furthermore, in March 2015 the Ken-O Expressway (the Metropolitan Inter-City Expressway)
Satte interchange was opened, and in February 2017 lines were opened to the Ibaraki prefecture,
meaning that access to Satte City reached a remarkable new level.

While this city guide introduces Satte city, it only shows you a handful of the abundant views of
Satte city from season to season. Nevertheless, we are still happy to have a lot of people know the
past, present and future of this city we all love, Satte, through this booklet and make it the chance
to visit our city.
